Malson questioned Mathews about the 9th street grate to the entrance to the tunnel.
This has not been replaced and he worries about that.
Malson feels we should put something up temporary until fixed.
Mathews will check with Miller.
Malson stated we need to speed up the process.
Barada stated this is a potential liability and a potential nusiance.
Malson stated there are kids in there all the time.
Mathews assured the board he would talk to the Mayor and Miller on this.

Ron Jarman was present from the Rush County Little League. They are combining the
softball and baseball leagues and are working with T-Ball too to make this one entity.
They will have four tournaments. Two in spring and two in fall. This will bring more
people into our parks.
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They are seeking funds to put in a new concession stand/restroom.
They will be asking for donations as well.
He is asking how much the parks can put into this.
These restrooms will be used by everybody in the parks as well.
This park averages 200-300 parents on a week night and the tournament brings in
1,000 to 1,200 people.
He is going to check with Wheeler to see if they can donate some block. Now he is
asking for help from the Parks Board.
The projected cost is $10,000 to $15,000 and will be ADA accessible.
A lot of people come in from out of the city for these events.
He is asking the Parks Board to be a joint partner.
Mathews stated he supports it. He is all for it but would have to check to see if there is
any money available in the Non-Reverting fund as all his chemicals for the pool come
out of that line item now.
He is on hold at this time to see if lift chairs have to be purchased for the pool.
Sickbert stated he knows of an organization looking for a project and maybe they can
help with the lift chairs.
Mathews will pass the info on when he gets it. He’s not sure if we are exempt due to
our zero depth.
Jarman stated he is asking for at least half the cost from the City to help with the
restrooms.
Malson asked how much was in the Non Reverting now. Mathews stated he will have
to check.
Jarman stated the tournaments begin the end of April.
Malson asked Mathews to find out how much is in the Non Reverting by the next
meeting.
Barada stated none of us are opposed to this project. Just give us time to find the
money.

Jarman also stated the Girls Softball Diamond needs dirt brought in. Miller has dirt for
them but they will need to level it out and move the fence. Barada moved to give the
Girls Softball Diamond our blessing for the dirt and to move the fence for this project.
Gurley seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Steve Sickbert, representing the Boys and Girls Club stated that he has a group of
individuals that would like to do a microbrewery at the Saturday July 27th concert. The
Indy breweries will bring sample beers for sale and all money raised will go to the Boys
and Girls Club.
This will be a pre-concert event.
Malson stated you will need more safety people and asked if the amphitheater
volunteers can handle this added event.
Sickbert told the board they would start at 5:00 or 5:30 and when the warm up act is
done; before the main act goes on stage they would be done.
Malson asked who would supervise this event.
Sickbert stated he will work this out with the Amphitheater board.
Barada moved to approve this event subject to all the security measures. Zachery
seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Otte then stated she is sure the CERT people will help with security since this is a
unique project.

Berkemeier texted the Mayor and was told the grate will be ready for spring installation.
Malson said that is still a month away.
Malson again stated we need to pay more money and get this project done as soon as
possible.
